What day is garbage picked up?

Where do | place my garbage?

All garbage must be properly contained in bags and then placed in a bear resistant can, placed in a wooden enclosure (located
between 10-20 feet to the road pavement) or brought to the curb in the can on garbage day. If you do not have a wooden
enclosure at the roadside, please understand that you must bring the can out the morning of collection and the can must be
returned to the house after collection. Cans cannot remain at the roadside. For further details, please refer to the PPCA Garbage
Policy 2025 located at www.lakenaomiclub.com under Community Association/Pocono Pines/2025 PPCA Garbage Policy.
